Scholarship Application

The Belleville Henderson Teacher’s Association will award scholarships to students from
Belleville Henderson Central School: 1- 4 year scholarship in the amount of $800 and 1 - 2 year
scholarship in the amount of $400. Applicants for these scholarships must specify the
scholarship for which they are applying and may apply for only one of the scholarships. To be
eligible for the $800 scholarship, the applicant must be enrolled to attend a 4-year college.
Students planning to transfer from a 2-year to a 4-year college are eligible only for the 2-year
scholarship.

I. Qualifications

In order to qualify for either of these scholarships the students must:

Complete the application form by the deadline (No exceptions will be made.)
Have a high school transcript sent (Ask in the Guidance Office.)

Have a record of high school attendance sent (Ask in Mr. Storey’s Office.)
File one (1) personal reference with the committee. This teacher may not be a
member of the scholarship committee.

Be interviewed by the scholarship committee.

Complete a 100-150 word essay entitled “Where I See Myself in Five Years.”
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II. Details and Conditions
The deadline for completion of all materials, except the interviews, will be JUNE 1, 2018 by
3:00 pm. Upon receiving a scholarship the student will receive his/her money after the first
semester, only upon presentation of:

A. Proof of enrollment for the next semester.

B. Grades from the semester’s work just completed.

The student must maintain a “C” (2.0) average and must keep the B.H.T.A. informed of his/her
address at all times. Receivers of a scholarship will be announced at graduation.

The scholarship committee of the Belleville Henderson Teachers’ Association reserves the right
to refuse to award the scholarship in any year in which it feels there are no applicants who are
sufficiently qualified. The association also reserves the right to make any decisions concerning
the continuance of scholarships of those students who leave school and return at a later date.
Failure to complete any financial information or to provide accurate information may disqualify
applicant. All information is confidential.

III. Payment
All scholarships will be paid in amounts of $100 per semester.
